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Every Friday, a little bit of magic takes place at 

a small warehouse in Orland Park. Thatôs the 

day when a core group of senior age volunteers  

arrives at the Pediatric Oncology Treasure Chest 

Foundation (POTCF) headquarters and begins 

to prepare hundreds of toys for shipping to chil-

dren and teens who are battling cancer. Since its  

inception with humble beginnings 14 years ago, 

the Foundation has grown to now serve more 

than 7,600 young patients monthly in 39  

childrenôs cancer treatment centers in 13 states 

across the nation. And a large part of the  

organizationôs success is due to the persever-

ance and hard work of this group of seniors, 

many of whom have personally experienced the 

loss of a loved one to cancer. 

 

Although the volunteers differ in the length of 

time theyôve served the Foundation, they share a 

common bond and are united in one causeðto 

help provide joy and smiles to young children 

and teens fighting cancer. POTCF Founder and 

CEO Colleen Kisel values the groupôs  

dedication and has observed firsthand their  

loyalty to the Foundation and each other. Col-

leen recognizes that their motivation is fueled 

by a compassion for the plight of young cancer  

patients, and she has repeatedly seen the

canôt imagine what things would be like without 

them. They make this a joyful place.ò 

 

Indeed, the tight-knit group helps ensure that an 

average of nearly 500 pounds of toys are sent 

each week to childrenôs cancer treatment centers 

that stretch from Florida up the east coast, and 

from the Midwest to California. The Foundation 

currently has a Treasure Chest program in every 

childrenôs cancer treatment center in Illinois, 

Indiana and Wisconsin, and is constantly striv-

ing to leave no child forgotten in the nationwide  

battle against childhood cancer. 

 

Itôs no accident that two of the volunteers on 

hand one recent January morning have been 

honored as past Foundation Volunteers of the 

Year. Nan Beard lost two daughters (Cathy and 

Alison) and her husband David to cancer, and 

yet somehow she has managed to turn these 

tragic personal losses into a positive in her life. 

ñMy son Scott teases me about how anxious I 

am to work in a place where I donôt even get 

paid,ò says Nan, now in her seventh year of 

Foundation volunteer service. ñThe Treasure 

Chest Foundation truly saved my life. Before, 

my heart was empty, and now it is full of 

joy.ò Nan senses the 

constant presence of 

her departed daugh-

ters, and is convinced 

they are looking 

down on her with 

e n c ou r a g i n g 

shouts of 

ñGreat job, 

Mom!ò as 

she prepares 

toys for nationwide 

distribution. 

 

ñThereôs so much camaraderie here,ò says Nan. 

ñWe canôt wait to get together each week, and 

weôre all striving for the same thing. There are 

always lots of laughs and hugs all around.ò The 

comfort provided by the Treasure Chest Foun-

dation has even given Nan the self-confidence 

to speak publicly about her experiences. ñI 

would never have been able to do that, but I 

manage to get over my nerves because I know 

itôs for the kids.ò 

 

Like each of her fellow volunteers, Nan has 

seen the joy that a trip to the Treasure Chest can 

mean to young cancer patients and their fami-

lies. On one of her visits to a Treasure Chest 

opening, Nan remembers meeting a seven-year-

old cancer patient named Bobby who was in 

remission. He had just learned that his grandfa-

ther had been diagnosed with cancer, but instead 

of being sad, he was excited because that meant 

they both would be able to select a toy from the 

Treasure Chest together. ñThe toys bring so 

much joy to these kids, and if we can help them 

forget their pain for even 15 minutes, itôs all 

worth it,ò says Nan. Her most poignant and 

lasting memory is of a cancer-stricken nine-

year-old Marshfield, Wisconsin boy whom 

sheôd met just after heôd undergone a painful 

procedure. As Nan poked her head in to check 

on the boy, his eyes grew wide as he blew Nan a 

kiss and pointed to the toy heôd picked out of 

the Treasure Chest. With that, Nan had another 

powerful reminder of the importance of her 

volunteer work. 

 

Soft spoken Jackie OôRourke first learned of 

the Treasure Chest Foundation while accompa-

nying her late husband Maurice to the Cardinal 

Bernardin Cancer Center in Maywood for his 

cancer treatments. One day as she passed by an 

open cubicle, she heard a child crying softly, 

noticed the young patient lying there in a fetal 

position, and thought to herself how sad it was 

that a child would have to go through that. ñIôm 

helping out just a bit to hopefully ease the pain 

of the poor little ones,ò she says. Like her fellow 

volunteers at the Foundation, Jackie is often 

amused by the pre-recorded sounds coming 

from some of the toy packages as she prepares 

them for shipment. Sheôs frequently intrigued 

by the newer toys and through her volunteer 

work has developed a firm understanding of 

the positive impact the toys have for those 

who visit the Treasure Chest. ñAnyone who 

has ever been exposed to cancer would want 

to do anything they can to help other vic-

tims, especially the children,ò Jackie says 

unassumingly as she quietly resumes prepar-

ing toy packages, reflecting the humility that 

characterizes all of the senior volunteers. 

 

Nowhere is that modesty more evident than in 

the 2010 Foundation Volunteer of the Year 

Char Mannix. ñIôm selfish,ò says Char, break-

ing into her infectious laugh (although itôs quite 

obvious she is anything but selfish). 

ñBeing here is 

actually therapy. 

I enjoy volun-

teering my time, 

and I really get 

much more out 

of it than I put 

in. Knowing 

what this means 

to the chil-

dren, see-

ing the 

sparkle in their 

eyes when they 

are about to receive a toy after such a terrible 

procedure, thatôs motivation enough for me.ò

She first learned about the Treas-

ure Chest Foundation more than 

a decade ago when her sons, 

Rich and Terry, were looking 

for a charitable organization to 

act as a partner with their Annual 

Toy Con Toy Show. As fate would 

have it, they learned about Colleen and  

the Foundation online, and the rest, as they say, 

is history.  

 

Char is now enjoying her fourth year as a  

Foundation volunteer, and she recruited her 

friend and fellow Brementowne Manor resident 

Gloria Olejniczak to volunteer as well. Gloria 

is the real jokester of the group, and thatôs say-

ing something based on the sense of humor they 

all display. On her birthday a year ago, Gloria 

realized she had no definite plans for the day 

and ended up accompanying Char to see what 

the Treasure Chest Foundation was all about. 

Sheôs been an active volunteer ever since and 

keeps everyone laughing with her quick wit and 

sharp commentary. On a typical Friday at the  

Foundation warehouse, Gloria can be heard  

trading playful verbal jabs with her fellow  

volunteers as she sifts through the bins full of 

toys to be sent to those who are still 

fighting the battle of their lives. 

 

Colleen appreciates the incredible 

determination Gloria has demonstrat-

ed throughout her ñrookie yearò with 

the Foundation. ñGloriaôs contribu-

tions to our success canôt be meas-

ured,ò says Colleen. ñShe insists on 

taking work home with herð

week after week she 

brings home mailers, folds 

letters, stuffs envelopes . . 

. her dedication is abso-

lutely amazing.ò 

 

The group assembled this 

chilly January Friday 

also includes Chris 

Stoiner, who was seem-

ingly made for his role 

as a Foundation volun-

teer. When Chrisôs wife 

Yvonneða teacher for 

more than 35 years at the 

grade school levelðlost her 

second battle with cancer last 

May, it left a huge void in his 

life, one he has filled in part by 

volunteering. ñIôm here to give 

back in Yvonneôs memory,ò he 

says. ñItôs great being able to help 

kids this way.ò Chris has also found 

support from St. Damian Church in 

Oak Forest and by joining a sup-

port group at Little Company of 

Mary Hospital.  

 

Chris has served as an active official for vari-

ous high school and youth sporting events 

for more than 40 years, with his current 

focus on water polo and swimming. His 

travels have taken him to nearly every 

high school in the Chicago area, and heôs 

done it all with the minimal pay and recognition 

that is part of every refereeôs life. His exposure 

to young athletes performing to the best of their 

abilities despite having hearing impairments or 

prosthetic limbs has given him a solid apprecia-

tion for the power of the human spirit in over-

coming all odds. Nevertheless, Chris is espe-

cially moved whenever he sees any child bat-

tling an affliction, be it a physical disability or 

cancer. ñWeôre adults, and so we expect to have 

to deal with health issues,ò Chris says. ñBut it 

really gets to you when you see cancer affecting 

young children.ò 

 

Along with Colleen and the rest of the Treasure 

Chest Foundation staff, the senior volunteers 

share another common goalðtheir desire to see 

the Treasure Chest Foundationôs headquarters 

move to a larger facility. ñEspecially during the 

holidays with the toy drives going on, thereôs no 

room to even walk, and that makes it difficult 

with my cane,ò says Char Mannix. The Founda-

tion recently launched its 2011 Building Fund 

Campaign to raise funds to help pay for the 

move to a larger facility, hopefully in the very 

near future. The volunteers agree that such 

a move would simplify 

their lives tremendously 

whi le  increasing 

productivity, a bene-

fit that would immedi-

ately reap dividends for 

the thousands of young 

cancer patients served 

by the Foundation. 

 

Itôs clear that the Treas-

ure Chest Foundation 

provides a welcome 

haven of comfort for 

these senior volunteers whose unique skills, 

steadfast courage and compatible personalities 

all combine to create a powerful force whose 

sum is greater than its parts. That translates into 

a winning combination for both the volunteers 

who give so freely and selflessly of their time 

and efforts, and ultimately for the brave chil-

dren and teens battling cancer. For the senior 

volunteers who have lost a loved 

one to cancer, it would be under-

standable, even expected behav-

ior, to retreat into a world of self 

pity and despair.
