At the beginning of this year we set our sights on moving to a larger building and invited you to become a part of 

our most important fundraising campaign everðthe 2011 Building Fund Campaign. Although current economic 

conditions in the real estate market make this the ideal time to move, the window of opportunity for dramatic 

price discounts on the cost of a new facility will not remain open for long. NOW is the time for the Treasure 

Chest Foundation to move, and to do that we need your help. 

 

To fully understand the importance of our campaign, it helps to look at some key childhood cancer statistics.  

Every school day in the United States, an average of 46 young people are diagnosed with cancer. More than 

12,500 children are diagnosed with cancer each year and more than 40,000 children and adolescents are currently 

undergoing treatment for childhood cancers. Out of these 40,000 children and teens fighting cancer, we currently 

serve 7,700. The number one goal and priority of the Treasure Chest Foundation is to one day be able to serve 

each and every one of these kids.

Our toy distribution operation has been going on for 14 years but now is the time to provide a truly functional 

operation in a facility three times our current size and built out to fit the needs of our volunteers and staff  

members. For example, we currently have just three parking spots but frequently must accommodate ten or more 

cars at a time. Our new facility would offer parking spaces for 30 cars. But most important, this new facility will 

ultimately help us serve more and more little ones fighting cancer and allow us to inch our way ever closer to 

someday serving EVERY child fighting cancer in our nation. 

 

Our ability to continue providing services to both existing and new clients depends on the success of this  

campaign. We cannot succeed alone. A bigger facility is the only way to reach our full potential. We ask you
